Background:

Jubilee! is a Contemporary Worship Service that was started in September of 2002 at Main Street
United Methodist Church. This is a weekly service that currently begins at 8:45am on Sunday
mornings. We are part of a Christ-centered church that brings the love of Christ to the world
through contemporary music, praise and teaching from the Word of God.

Position Opportunity:

We are currently in need of a Worship Leader for this weekly contemporary gathering. This
person will report to the Senior Pastor and will lead all facets of the Jubilee! worship service,
including, but not limited to:

Coordinating with the Senior Pastor to plan, research, arrange and present music and
videos to support each week’s Scripture reading and sermon topic and any special or
seasonal themes, such as Lent, Easter, Advent, and Christmas.

Involving praise team members and other members of the congregation and church staff
to take various roles during the worship service, including prayer, scripture
reading/dramatization, sign language, children’s sermon, and other worship activities.
Providing team members (and special guests) with opportunities to sing solos, duets,
etc., especially our high school and college students.

Developing and publishing the resulting Order of Worship for each Sunday.

Modeling passionate worship, spiritual leadership, servant leadership and living by
biblical principles for the Praise Team and the congregation.
